This workshop will seek to understand the work of
sign language interpreters through a sociological
application of the intersections perspective. The
Intersections perspective takes into account the
interactive nature of oppression and individuals’
experiences which are impacted by their race, disabil-
ity, gender, sexual orientation, ethnicity, and class.
These experiences are not the result of any ‘ism’ but
rather macro-level structures which maintain systems
of oppression and privilege. These macro-level
structures create our individual experience and thus
interpreters operate from a position of both
oppression and privilege. As such, interpreters both
oppress and are oppressed. This workshop will seek
to understand the reasons behind the structures of
oppression and privilege, interpreters’ role in
reproducing oppression, identify oppression in
interpreting work, and finally develop solutions and
alternatives to disrupt the pattern of oppression.
